The abstract must be written in English, and can not exceed one page of size A4, with right margin of 2.0 cm, and left, bottom and top margins of 3.0 cm. Except for the authors names and institution addresses, which should be centered, the abstract text should be a 16 cm wide single justified paragraph, with a maximum height of 25 cm. Single-spaced 12 point Times New Roman normal and italic fonts should be used [image: image1.png]


for the abstract body and authors addresses, respectively; 14 and 12-point boldface Times New Roman should be used for the title and name of authors, respectively. Please, underline the presenting author. References in the text should be cited and listed using square brackets [1]. Any numbered figure should be incorporated, as shown here, and explained in the text, with no figure caption [2]. As in this example, please use capital letter only in the first word of the title, and numbers to identify different author institutions.
